It aims to scale up implementation 
capacity and coverage of MSMEs in the States, 
with impact enhancement of existing MSME 
schemes. It will complement the Atma Nirbhar 
Bharat Mission by fostering innovation, 
encouraging ideation, incubating new 
business and entrepreneurship by developing 
quality standards, improving practices and 
processes, enhancing market access, 
deploying technological tools and Industry 4.0 
to make MSMEs competitive and self-reliant. 
Prime Minister also launched ‘Capacity 
Building of First-Time MSME Exporters’ (CBFTE) 
which aims to encourage MSMEs to offer 
products and services of international 
standards for the global market.

All these initiatives 
are linked with the quality and 
promotion of MSME sector in 
the country.

So far, about Rs 19 
lakh crore has been given as 
a loan under this scheme. 
Among the borrowers, there 
are about 7 crore such 
entrepreneurs, who have 
started an enterprise for the 
first time, who have become 
new entrepreneurs.
Every accomplishment of an 
entrepreneurial India will lead 
us towards a self-reliant India 
and Strengthening the MSME 
sector is strengthening the 
entire society.

To strengthen the MSME 
sector, in the last eight years, 
the Government has 
increased the budget 
allocation for this by more 
than 650%. More than 11 crore 
people are connected with 
the sector. MSME is critical for 
employment generation also. 
During the pandemic, the 
Government decided to save 
the small enterprises and give 
them new strength. Under the 
Emergency Credit Line 
Guarantee Scheme, the 
Central Government has 
ensured Rs 3.5 lakh crore for 
MSMEs. As per a report, this 
resulted in saving about 1.5 
crore jobs.
